SJM unveils “Miffy Creative Show - Travel in Style” for a whimsical 

family experience 

Iconic Rabbit Miffy leads guests on a creative exploration 

 

(Macau, 25 September 2023) SJM Resorts, S.A. (“SJM”), in partnership with Iam Creative 

Industries Co., Ltd, announced today the official launch of the “Miffy Creative Show - Travel 

in Style” at the Grand Lisboa Palace Resort Macau (“Grand Lisboa Palace”). The endearing 

picture book sensation, Miffy, comes to life in all corners of the resort.Guests can collect 

stamps with an extensive collection of Miffy models, indulge in a themed menu, and 

participate in a design contest.  

Adorning levels one and two of the Grand Lisboa Palace are larger-than-life Miffy sculptures, 

each uniquely designed. The largest stands at an impressive two metres in height. Notably, 

“Miffy’s Macau Adventure with 0.38” is a special collaboration between autistic artist Mr. 

Leong Ieng Wai, known as “0.38,” from the Fuhong Society of Macau, and other artists with 

disabilities. This artwork exquisitely blends elements of Macau’s UNESCO World Heritage 

architectures with traditional Portuguese tiles. The level two exhibition area showcases an 

extensive collection of 100 artist-designed Miffy models, each reflecting unique cultural 

influences. The exhibition also showcases prints autographed by the author. Adjacent to the 

exhibition area are an interactive game area and a dedicated merchandise selling area.  

Guests can enjoy a Miffy-themed menu at the GLP Lobby Lounge or participate in an array 

of fluid art sessions on GLP level one, where they can create bespoke pieces 

using various artistic mediums. To foster city-wide participation, SJM is hosting the “Create 

Your Own Miffy Design Contest”, inviting the public to design a charming new look 

for Miffy that re-imagines and re-interprets the iconic cartoon bunny in a way that embodies 

Macau's character and showcases its role as a World Centre of Tourism and Leisure. 

Miffy was “born” on 21 June 1955, when Dutch graphic design artist Dick Bruna first drew 

the character to entertain his young son whilst on a rainy seaside holiday in Holland. 68 years 

later, the Miffy books have sold more than 85 million copies, and are currently published in 

more than 50 languages. Exhibitions, merchandise, media, collaborations and special projects 

support Miffy’s global explorations. 
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“Miffy Creative Show - Travel in Style” officially debuts at the Grand Lisboa Palace, creating a 

family-friendly art paradise.
